This course sets out to improve English academic and business writing ability through:
- Regular writing practice

Course Requirements

The grade for this class will be based on 5 items:

Grading

If this class has 20 students or more, grades will be curved to meet departmental grading
standards: No more than 30% of students can receive an A or higher, and no more than
70% of students can receive a B or higher.

If this class has fewer than 20 students, students who receive 90 points or higher will get
an A, students who receive 80 to 90 points will get a B, and students who receive 70 to
80 points will geta C. In each group, half of the students will receive a plus and the other
half will receive a zero.
