Grading

If this class has 20 students or more, grades will be curved to meet departmental grading
standards: No more than 30% of students can receive an A or higher, and no more than
70% of students can receive a B or higher.

If this class has fewer than 20 students, generally students who receive 90 points or
higher will get an A, students who receive 80 to 90 points will get a B, and students who
receive 70 to 80 points will get a C. However, all of the class grades may be curved at
the professor’s discretion if the final grades are too high or too low or if a student has
show especially good or especially poor work in class. Usually, the upper half of the
students in that range will receive a “plus” and the lower half will receive a “zero.” Ds
and Fs are given to students who failed to complete projects or had extremely poor
attendance.
